Favorite Memory Being on top watch in the engine room the night when we almost certainly set the 
unofficial speed record for the Courtney and very possibly for any Dealy class DE.  The 
Courtney had departed Narvick, Norway which is above the Artic Circle. We were later 
operating with the squadron and the Essex on ASW exercises somewhere in the vicinity 
of the Artic Circle.  The squadron later separated from the Essex and was being followed 
by a Russian trawler.  We were steaming at full speed that night when the bridge called 
down and gave advance notice of increasing speed to flank in about 20 minutes.  I called 
to the fire room to give them the notice.  BT2 Launus was on top watch.  He said that if 
they want some speed then lets give it to them, to which I replied "sure", let's do it".  He 
said he would gag down on the boiler pressure relief valves so they could increase the 
steam pressure from 600 psi up to about 680 psi.  Also he would run the water level in 
the seam drum lower so as to get a larger volume of steam.  When the bell for flank 
speed down came on the engine order telegraph my throttle man began slowly opening 
the throttle until it was finally wide open.  The stem was flowing at such a high velocity 
that the pressure above the throttle valve was only 410 psi.  
The water temperature was so cold that prior to going to flank speed, the vacuum on the 
main condenser was so close to zero inches of mercury on the manometer that it 
appeared to be zero to my eyes.  I had never seen the vacuum tat low before.  That extra 
deep vacuum combined with the increased boiler steam pressure pushed our speed well 
beyond any I had thought possible.  Our max speed was listed at 26 knots at a shaft 
speed of 266 rpm.  That night our turns were running well beyond 300 rpm.
Maybe 10 minutes later the junior officer on the bridge called down and asked what 
speed we were doing.  I replied "flank speed, sir".  A few minutes later he called back 
and said the ships speed was indicating beyond 31 knots and that we had pulled well 
ahead of the squadron.  He asked why we were traveling so fast.  Not wanting to tell him 
the truth or tell him a lie, I said "let me do some checking here and I'll call back".  My 
estimate of our speed was beyond 32 knots based on shaft rpm, but I'll go with the more 
official 31+ knots.
A few minutes later the officer of the deck, can't remember his name, called down.  He 
said "Chandler, now I don't want any of your bullshit (he knew me quite well).  How fast 
are we going?  Again I replied "flank speed, sir".  Then he asked how many shaft rpm's 
are we turning.  I was caught cold and couldn't lie so I told him it was 308 rpm.  He 
asked what was the max?  "Main Control aye, but it's going to take a few minutes".  I 
called Launus in the fire room and told him then we began very slowly closing the 
throttle until reaching 266 rpm.
That was an extremely rare merging of events which , at lest IMO, combined to set an all 
time speed record for both the Courtney and very possible for any Dealy class DE.  A top 
watch in both the engine room and fire room willing to give it all the Courtney had plus 
that water so cold to produce such a high condenser vacuum.

Worst Memory Being on top watch in the engine room when the Courtney collided with a river barge in 
a river in Holland or Belgium.  The Courtney had departed from Antwerp, Belgium that 
morning with a river pilot on board.  Later the engine room special sea detail was 
replaced with the regular engine room watch.  We were at full speed which was about 20 
knots.  IMO, that was way too fast for being in a busy seaway/river, but the pilot was 
apparently in control of the speed.  After some time we received an engine bell reducing 
speed to standard.  Then fairly quickly another bell slower to 2/3.  I then had to go adjust 
on the lube oil temp due to the slower speed. While I was doing that I heard more bells 
on the engine order telegraph.  I ran back around and saw the EOT had just clanged to 
back 2/3 then again to back full.  My throttle man, Blankenship, tried to slow it down as 
quickly as possible, but the Courtney collided with something, can't see anything from

the engine room.  The Courtney maneuvered around then anchored in the river.  Later, 
after going topside all that could be seen of the river barge was a small flag fluttering 
above the water. The story, as I recall being told, was the barge had lost it's steering and 
turned into our lane in the river some distance down stream, which was apparently when 
we began slowing down.   They regained their steering and returned to their lane, but lost 
it again as we approached closer.  They turned broadside directly in front of us.  My 
throttle man and I had to give verbal and written statements to the Commodore.  We 
made sure as hell we got our stories straight before doing that.  Since neither of us were 
sent to a court martial, the collision must have been later determined to not be due to our 
fault.  Now that was a big relief.
