Some of you have already seen
this, but here’s Bill Dowd’s obituary
sent by one of his friends.

William C. (Bill) Dowd, 79,
Pleasant Hill, MO, was born March
8, 1928 in Philadelphia, PA, the
son of Lawrence and Mary (Firth)
Dowd. He passed away Wednes-
day, May 2, 2007, at Research
Medical Center, Kansas City. Bill
enlisted in the Army in July 1948.
